Project

- One pdf document outlining your project either in writing
(400 - 750 words maximum) OR as an audio/audiovisual file
(maximum five minutes long). This could include: a concept,
art form, curatorial intention, or some discussion around the
exhibition's context.

- Where appropriate, include one visual representation of the
concept within the pdf document

- Public programme ideas that could complement the
exhibitions and enable engagement (eg: panel discussion,
hands on workshop, performance etc)

- Any specific technical requirements

- A project timeline

Specifications and photos for the O Papa Gallery.
Creative CV

- Examples of previous work (maximum 10 images).
- Artist/s biography or CV (maximum of 2-pages).

Engagement

- Anindication of the communities your exhibition may appeal
to, and how this community could be reached/ engaged

- How you will promote the exhibition to your networks and
community

Budget
